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YEAR IN REVIEW 2007-2008

Summary:
From August 2007 to September 2008, TAP has supported or organized more than 60 events ranging from professional development seminars, social networking mixers, fundraisers, community volunteer service, and cultural.  TAP has aimed to build a network of young Taiwanese American Professionals, to develop community-oriented leaders, and make a difference in our community.  The network has now grown to over 2000 people.  The overall purpose is to improve our quality of life in the United States by helping to PRESERVE and PROMOTE Taiwanese American Identity.   As an affiliate of TACL, TAP aims to continue the mission of improving the quality of life of Taiwanese Americans in the US.  We focus on 4 key themes: Leadership, Identity, Networking, and Community.  

7 of the 10 professional seminars TAP organized were actually held at the TAIWAN CENTER that ranged from career development, real estate investing, public speaking, leadership development, graduate school admissions, taxes, etc.  TAP also collaborated with the Entrepreneur Mentor Society for the first time in January for an event designed to encourage, inspire, and educate young professionals to become accomplished entrepreneurs.  Collaboration with LEAP also was done for both the 2nd and 3rd Annual Leadership Workshops.  Successful start of a TAP “Toastmasters” that included three different workshops designed to help people improve their public speaking and communication skills.   
In the last year, TAP donated $1,000 to ITASA conferences, $1,000 to the TACL Political Internship, raised $1,600 to benefit the Asian Pacific Women’s Center, raised $3,000 for the Asian Pacific Community Fund, $1,500 to the Red Cross International Response Fund, $250 to UCLA TAU’s Taiwan Culture Night, donated toys and volunteers for the Heartfelt Foundation’s Christmas for Needy Children Event, and collected canned goods for the LA Food Bank.  TAP also provided volunteers for causes such as the Heartfelt Foundation’s Christmas for Needy Children Event, Children’s Hospital of Orange County’s Disneyland Walk, Harvest Moon Festival, and Parent’s Place Festival.  
Last November, TAP held the first Taiwanese Community Clippers Game Night, an event intended for young leaders and members of all the Taiwanese community organizations in the area to come together in an event suite to network.  Further collaboration with other Taiwanese 2nd generation groups like NATWA II and NATMA 2G continued with the successful Tea Time event in February.  Over 20 social networking type events were held, including 2 speed networking events that raised funds for youth programs, a Big Bear ski retreat, and a Lunar New Year Banquet.  TAP also collaborated with various other Asian American organizations in the area for Disaster Relief Mixers, youth fundraising, and other socials, such as the New Year’s Eve Gala.  Two teambuilding and planning retreats were held for the cabinet and staff members, the first in Santa Barbara, and the second in Las Vegas.  In May, TAP provided close to 50 volunteers over two days for the TaiwanFest-LA, and two of the officers, Secretary Catherine Yu and President Ben Ling, were emcees for the main stage.  Aiming to promote Taiwanese American Heritage and Culture to the mainstream is an important goal of TAP.       

The 2007-2008 year for TAP ended successfully with its 4th Annual Banquet& Casino Night, bringing together over 400 young professionals for a night to celebrate the past year, transition to the new cabinet, honor Taiwanese Americans who have made a difference in our community, highlight up and coming Taiwanese American talent, and bring our community out to network.  The night was attended by representatives of many of the Asian American and the Taiwanese community.  The featured honorees were Assembly member Ted Lieu and Singer-Songwriter Vienna Teng.  The featured performers at the banquet were Singers Diana Li, and Kaila Yu.  

The network of TAP has continued to grow, and 2008 saw the launch of various new chapters throughout the nation, modeled after TAP in Los Angeles, such as SF, NY, Chicago, DC, and SD.
